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FOREWORD

Over the past three years rapid changes in both the size and varietal char-
acteristics of newly planted grape acreage have taken place in California.
There are indications that at Teast some of these changes will continue:

The demand for accurate measures of plantings by variety and county on a
current basis intensified as the industry attempted to keep abreast of the
rapidly changing scene. ‘ . ’ ‘ ‘ a

Although the California Crop and Livestock Reporting Service has, for years,
conducted the most extensive fruit and nut acreage survey program in the

nation, the system was not designed to quickly reflect the widespread changes
taking place.

In cooperation with the Wine Institute and the United States Department of
Agriculture, a new approach was designed and implemented on an experimental
basis in 1971. For the first time a survey of acreage that would provide
statewide planting and removal data by variety, age, and county on a current
basis was attempted. Based on the successful experience in 1971, the survey
was repeated in 1972.

SURVEY METHODS

In March of 1972 all vintners, licensed nurseries, grape stake suppliers,
County Agricultural Commissioners, and Farm Advisors were contacted for
names and addresses of individuals believed to have planted or removed
grapes during the 1972 season. A questionnaire was mailed to these people
in early April. Basically, this effort was to provide an additional source
of names to be assured of a complete list of grape growers who would later
be contacted by Crop and Livestock Reporting Service personnel. All names
given as possible grape producers were subsequently verified along with
acreage.

After the 1971 grape survey, the Grape Acreage Record was updated with survey
data for individual vineyards. The names and addresses of approximately
9,500 operators showing grape plantings were extracted from the file. These
9,500 individuals operated vineyards on nearly 16,000 parcels of land through-
out the State. For each of these parcel Tlocations, detailed lists of grape
blocks on the record were prepared. The questionnaire was designed to pro-
vide each of the 9,500 operators with the variety, acreage, and number of
vines reported in the previous years' survey for each planting. The year
planted and the plant spacing of each were also shown as well as spaces for
entering all changes. Information was sought that would serve to update

the record for all previously unrecorded removals and plantings as well as

to correct the size or variety of all blocks shown.

Names of 1,100 potentially new grape growers were supplied by the industry
sources contacted. These were designated as new growers or growers having
grape acreage on previous surveys. Approximately 140 were considered to be
new growers. The remaining 960 names were already on the Grape Acreage
Record. A questionnaire was mailed to all new and previously known growers,
on about July 1.



The response from the mailing was good, resulting in a 55 percent total return.
In early August the Tist of all growers who had not returned a questionnaire
was reviewed. ATl growers with more than 100 acres of grapes that had not
reported were selected to be personally contacted by telephone or personal
visit. A sample of one-third of the remaining non-respondents, those with

less than 100 acres each, was selected for similar followup. Using. telephone
and field contact, reports from all were acquired during August and early
September. The total grape acreage for which reports were received by mail

or followup procedures amounted to 89 percent of the State total acreage.
Therefore, only 11 percent was estimated in the sample.

Finally, in September all data acquired were prepared for summarization.
Computer programs designed to edit for validity and accuracy as well as to
provide the needed expansions and summations were used. During late September,
all results were carefully reviewed and estimates were prepared and published.

DATA LIMITATIONS

General

This report provides acreage data at several levels of detail. Although the
procedures used were designed to minimize the impact of sample variation on
the results, users are cautioned that the figures provided at the Tevel of
finest detail are subject to more sample variation than those at a gross level.
The highest Tevel of precision will, of course, be found at the State level
for all grapes and for the three type groups. Somewhat less precision should
be attached to data provided for minor varieties. An extreme example would

be the case of a single grower of a minor variety in a county. If he were
drawn in the sample of non-respondents, the expansion process would exaggerate
the county acreage for that variety. Cases such as this were not frequent

and careful consideration was given to all aspects of each indjvidual case
before estimates were made.

A very high percentage of the information was acquired from the vineyard
operator. If the operator could not be reached, every effort was made to
contact a source such as a non-resident owner or relative that could be ex-
pected to have definite knowledge of the operation. Only in a very few
instances were we forced to visit the block and draw conclusions independently.

A1l reported data were carefully reviewed and incomplete or questionable
reports were resolved by secondary contact with the respondent. However, for
most, the reported variety, acreage and year planted were accepted as
reported.

Comparison of the current inventory of 1971 and earlier plantings with those
published a year ago reveals differences. The current estimate of 1971
plantings is higher because the 1972 survey accounted for acreage planted in
1971 after the survey was conducted and rootstock grafted in 1972 was
designated as planted in 1971. The other factors affecting data for all
years are variations due to the sampling procedure and changes by growers of
acreage, variety, and year planted information which were reported by them
in the 1971 survey.



Varieties

Data are provided for each variety with 50 or more total acres standing in
1972. Acreages for all other varieties are combined in "Other" categories.
Reports were received covering 162 varieties. Data are shown individually
for 96 varieties including 67 wine types. Care was taken to properly

jdentify each block reported with a recognized varietal name. However, an

acceptable variety reported by the respondent was accepted with no further
verification.

Rootstock

Most of the rootstock acreage shown was planted in 1971 or 1972. However,
some earlier plantings are included. These older rootstock blocks were
verified by contacting the reporting growers. When rootstock is budded over,
the year of planting assigned to that block of grapes is the year preceding
the budding. For instance, if a 1970 rootstock planting is budded over in
1972, the year of planting assigned to the selected variety would be 1971.

Period Covered

The primary intent of this project is to establish an inventory as of July 1,
1972. The planting and removal activity accounted for has generally been
referred to as a July 1 to June 30 year. We have, to the best of our ability,
followed this concept in the development of earlier inventory data shown in
this report. However, this has not been entirely possible because of the
increasing planting activity after mid-year, especially in 1971. No effort
has been made to resolve inconsistencies with inventories published in

earlier reports.
